Simply fruit. Round and smooth, this wine is 
easy to drink, with mild tannins and a nice fruit 
concentration.

Colour: Intense ruby red with violet hues.
Aromas: Intense aromas of ripe cherries and 
blackberry confiture are combined with hints of 
cassis that adds complexity.
Flavours: Round and well balanced, mild tan-
nins and a nice fruity finish.

          2008 Sauvignon Blanc

Fresh and fruity, this wine totally reflects its 
varietal character, with a crisp yet delicate 
acidity.

Colour: Bright yellow with light green hues.
Aromas: Intense aromas of citric fruits like 
lemon and grapefruit combined with delicate 
hints of orange blossom.
Flavours: Crisp, clean and well balanced, with a 
nice fruity finish.

    2006 Cabernet Sauvignon Reserva

Complex wine, with an elegant touch of oak 
combined with intense ripe red fruit aromas. 
A wine with character, pleasant tannins and a 
good potential for aging.

Colour: Deep black cherry.
Aromas: Intense fruit aromas with notes of 
spices and delicate toast.
Flavours: Excellent balance and round structure. 
Soft and mature tannins provide a great finesse 
to the palate. Spicy and toasty flavours combine 
with hints of vanilla and chocolate.

            2007 Carmenere

Deep violet-red. Aromas of ripe red and black 
fruits combine nicely with delicate hints of roasted 
peppers. Rich and complex, the palate is full of 
aromatic scents. Smooth and pleasant tannins give 
a long and harmonious finish.

 2008 Sauvignon Blanc ‘Valle Dorado’

Aromas of green apples, pineapples and peaches 
combine nicely with notes of fresh herbs and
lemon blossoms. The palate is fresh and tasty, with 
a round and fruity finish.

  2008 Cabernet Sauvignon ‘Valle Dorado’

Intense and lively, with a juicy mouthful of ripe red 
fruits, a smooth palate and a round tasty finish.
